Strong:  Creating a diverse economy powered by bright ideas

2020 Target: Queensland is Australia’s strongest economy, with infrastructure that anticipates growth
· Reinvest in businesses to ensure best is made of resources boom and that profits remain in regions. 

· State and local government encourage factories and industries, not just tourism, retain tradespeople at home. Land set aside for industries as they are large employers. Diversification of industries. 

· Untapped resources: older people, young people and people with families – how can we get these people involved in businesses, eg work from home.
· Articulate the targets, synergies between state and local government eg conservation targets, land release etc.
· Invest in our own communities, small businesses, attract to this area and encourage them to grow. 

· Local and state government assign land for industrial parks but not where people are shopping etc. For example heavy vehicles on suburban roads. 

· Governments open up industrial land to develop sustainable industry, retain workforces.
2020 Target: Increase by 50 per cent the proportion of Queensland businesses undertaking research and development or innovation
· Address low profit sector – not strong. Need alternative strategies such as addressing skill shortages – need to acknowledge and support older people’s knowledge and skills. 
· Invest in research and development, and innovation.  

· Government to provide more incentives.

Green:  Protecting our lifestyle and environment
2020 Target: Cut by one-third Queenslanders’ carbon footprint with reduced car and electricity use

· Green target is based on south-east Queensland ideas. Agricultural emissions need to be addressed. 

· Assumes a coal based economy, doesn’t acknowledge bio-energies etc which can be focussed on in regional Queensland. 

· Get more physical; cars are inefficient for one person. 

· Take out excess weight from cars.

· Subsidies for energy efficient appliances relevant to where you live: eg solar for the tropics. 
· In smaller areas, recycling can actually increase the carbon footprints.

· Composting technologies: eg water treatments.

· Better planning between local and state government – currently small house blocks encourage people to be dependant on air-conditioning.

· Increase freight capacity for cars travelling long distances.

· Break away from traditional energy sources, look at new ways to generate power, eg wind generation.
· Build more bikeways, and wider footpaths with shade trees to encourage people to walk.

· Airlie Beach needs to have recycling.

· Public transport for major regional centres. Support its use to address financial viability.

· Clean up rubbish in green waterways. I go and collect rubbish in my boat.

· Expand green corridors.

· Don’t really need full colour glossy printed resources.
2020 Target: Protect 50 per cent more land for nature conservation and public recreation 
· As well as personal changes, governments and businesses need to cut down their green house gas emissions, turn off the lights.

· Greenhouse design – utilise verandas etc.
Smart:  Delivering world class education and training

2020 Target: All children will have access to a quality early childhood education so they are ready for school
· Parents need to be more involved in child’s education, take an active interest at home. It’s not a child minding centre. Education is a partnership.

· Read to children every day.

2020 target: Three out of four Queenslanders will hold trade, training or tertiary qualifications

· TAFE is moving away from certificate training to diplomas etc. TAFE needs to fund other forms of learning – eg art. Also provide a venue for learning.

· Tap into existing infrastructure, use the school system after hours for learning opportunities.

· One of the impediments to TAFE training is the cost – hard for struggling families – broader scope for what is available more cheaply.

· Community education program through TAFE, eg photography can assist people to start new businesses.

· Book session in school lunch time. Involve the community, eg older people 

· Workshop for aged people – education system is different now. Extra remuneration for teachers etc to run this.

· Address too much paperwork in teaching.

· Industry could look at allocating some free time to allow parents to be involved in daytime school functions. 

· Encourage parents to be involved in P and Cs.
Healthy:  Making Queenslanders Australia’s healthiest people

2020 Target: Cut by one-third obesity, smoking, heavy drinking and unsafe sun exposure
· Infrastructure to encourage people to exercise, eg bike paths, walking tracks. Make it as easy as possible for people.

· Need to change the drinking culture in Airlie Beach. Leads to a lot of issues such as domestic violence, mental health, drink driving. Whole of government approach.

· Plant trees on wide footpaths to shade areas.

· Community vegetable gardens: good eating, outdoor exercise.

· Responsible drinking policy to refuse to serve drunk people, eg will discuss expectations with footy team manager, involve local police. Drinking hours are too long.

· The most successful healthy lifestyle campaigns are ones with legislation or government directions. Need to strike a balance between personal choice and government direction.

· Increasing things for young people to do, instead of drinking. 

· Address pedestrian and motorbike fatalities.

· Include bikeways and pedestrian walkways on bridges.
2020 Target: Queensland will have the shortest public hospital waiting times in Australia 
· Botanical gardens in Airlie Beach – more green space, green corridors, boardwalks.
Fair:  Supporting safe and caring communities

2020 Target: Halve the proportion of Queensland children living in households without a working parent
· Develop a volunteer resource centre to support volunteers. Sport, arts, environment volunteers aren’t eligible for paid support. 

· Remove red tape. One card to work across different areas.

· Encourage people to job share, work part-time so parents have time to be involved in sporting activities etc. Have a work / community group balance.

· Register of older people for community groups to access volunteers.

· Need to ask people to help.

· Encourage people to volunteer first before going back to the workforce.

· Leadership training for community organisations to help them motivate and support volunteers. Government needs to identify community leaders who work well with volunteers who could be engaged to work alongside other organisations.

· Volunteer liability. Community organisations can’t afford insurance. 
2020 Target: Increase by 50 per cent the proportion of Queenslanders involved in their communities as volunteers
· Include a volunteer register notice with rates notices.
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
