Strong:  Creating a diverse economy powered by bright ideas
2020 Target: Queensland is Australia’s strongest economy, with infrastructure that anticipates growth

· Open the port of Bundaberg for greater freight carrying capacity and import/export opportunities.
· Develop strategies to decentralise industry.
· Break down the barriers and disincentives of dealing with some departments; for example, reduce red tape when dealing with EPA. 

· Identify infrastructure to promote the growth of Indigenous communities.
· Improve the mix of funding models.
· Improve air cargo arrangements to support the flower industry.
· Hold industry development meetings for specialist industries such as the flower industry.
· Decentralise some of the industry to the smaller towns.
· For those towns affected by the mining boom, define the longer term industries.
· Provide somewhere in government to get better business advice.
· Use the Chambers of Commerce to assist community and industry. 
· Use existing infrastructure for multiple uses such as cane trains for tourist trains.
· Ensure there is sufficient infrastructure built to support development such as public transport, hospitals; especially in the coastal regions where there is often no thought about the people who have lived there all their lives.

· We should not strive for a strong economy at the detriment of any or all of the other targets.
2020 Target: Increase by 50 per cent the proportion of Queensland businesses undertaking research and development or innovation

· Innovations are not widely known in the broader community.
· Promote available incentives and opportunities.
· The paperwork to get tax incentives for research and development is prohibitive and hard.
· Link training and research and development to meet community needs.
· State and Federal support programs are for big major projects. There is nothing to inspire smaller and medium size businesses. Need incentives for small and medium businesses: suggest dollar for dollar.
· Provide scholarships for students to conduct research activities.
· Provide more support for commercialisation. 

· Provide financial support to encourage innovation: rather than going offshore the government should provide more financial support.
· Businesses supplying government should demonstrate a commitment to innovation: make this a criterion for doing business with government.
· Make it easier to access funding for small businesses to undertake research and development.
· Identify research and development incentives specific to particular industries.
· Promote university partnerships with individuals/businesses for innovations.
· Streamline processes and procedures for grant funding applications.
· Develop more partnerships between education and industry.
· Improve the access to funding for businesses with creative ideas.
· Small businesses need easy access to venture capital at 2.5 per cent say, so they don’t have to use home secured mortgages to finance expansion and innovation.
· For small businesses, research and development is very expensive. This often needs to be paid up front and covered by the business.
Green:  Protecting our lifestyle and environment

2020 Target: Cut by one-third, Queenslanders’ carbon footprint with reduced card and electricity use
· Invest and strengthen industries that generate clean energy for our region.
· Provide financial incentives for energy efficient industries and businesses.
· Infrequent and limited public transport in Bundaberg.
· Provide more rail corridors, an extra freight line.
· Put more freight on rail.
· The hours of public transport here doesn’t match our work hours

· Solar power needs to be subsidised. 
· Give a deadline for changing to energy efficient light bulbs. 
· Decrease the cost of energy efficient bulbs which would encourage people to purchase them.
· The environment impacts from the disposal of energy efficient bulbs needs to be minimised.
· Provide more small local power generation sites that are either solar or wind to supply the local area rather than a few larger power stations.
· Ensure people’s rights to access solar power: solar panels are not impacted by shadows from bigger neighbouring buildings.
· We should have people to work in industries closer to their homes to reduce transport needs.  

· Concrete and palm trees are not good for wildlife; it increases the green house effect.

· Increase awareness of solar power and our carbon footprints.
· Developers need to be watched more closely; need more community input to proposals.
· More bike paths as the roads aren’t safe, also provide surveillance to ensure parents are confident enough to let kids ride.
· Greater use of rail transport.
· Greater use of alternative forms of power: wind/solar.
· More housing within close proximity to public transport.
· Increase public transport options.
· Implement natural liquid gas into cars; put fuelling stations throughout the town.
· More public education about the efficient use of air conditioners.
· Investigate opportunities to increase the use of solar energy.
· Subsidise solar power

· Encourage farmers to use hydroponics and utilise environment more effectively around their properties to protect those plants

· Put train services back out west.
· Provide additional capital from government for the protection of water tables.
· Reuse water more efficiently 
· Get away from coal fired power stations

· Reduce the urban footprint by making better use of land; councils should allow a denser population rather than taking up green space or good agricultural land.

· Public transport: currently the bus timetable revolves around schools; it should revolve around working people.  
· Provide more bikeways, lines on the road (bike lanes), widening of roads to make bike riding safe.
· Stop air-conditioned houses, use natural breezes, use good design to create passive ventilation in homes and schools.
· Create design standards to avoid having a home with a window that is too small so you need to have to put in a fan or an air conditioner; likewise want better architectural design for schools.
· Develop a community plan with the key outcomes of holistically protecting our waterways.  An integrated plan for the protection from the source to mouth of our river.
· Develop infrastructure to redirect storm water.  Recycle it for everyday use.
· Cap our population increase.
2020 Target: Protect 50 per cent more land for nature conservation and public recreation
· Protect what we already have rather than acquiring more; consider the sustainability of existing open space.
· Identify specific areas for motorbike riding.
· The government should buy up land with good vegetation before it is built on

· Utilise environmental offsets programs for the future management of the increased protected estate.
· Maintain our national parks.
· Stop burning our parks.
· Plant trees to stop salinity.
· The government should be separating nature conservation from public recreation as they can’t mix.
· Spend more money to buy land for more national parks. Queensland has only 7% of Queensland’s land mass in national parks compared to China which has 15%.

· Develop legislation to manage the land clearing by urban developers.

· Stop closing down the stock routes.  
· Proper management of national parks: feral animals, weeds are the major issues.
· The allocation of new national parks should be done at a regional level to give priority to wildlife corridors rather than the random allocation of land to national parks.
· Urban development should be driven by the environmental factors and not by the almighty dollar.
· Beware of the danger of “state’s rights” in discussions and debates of national significance eg the Murray Darling.
Smart:  Delivering world class education and training
2020 Target: All children will have access to a quality early childhood education so they are ready for school
· Make it more affordable.
· Childcare funding needs to be improved.
· Provide transport to these education centres; lots of little buses.
· Make sure there is a qualified teacher in charge of the preschool.
· Improve teacher salaries relative to other occupations.
· Raise parental awareness that education starts at home.
· Need more kindergartens in Bundaberg.
· Rural areas are suffering: need innovative ideas to make childhood learning part of rural centres, as pre-primary options are limited.
· There are limitations for families with two parents working: child care centre hours of operation are not compatible with parents’ working hours.
· Need more housing for teachers to encourage them to come to regional areas: there is an inconsistent rate subsidisation by state agencies.
· Improve the level of qualifications of day care workers.
· Early learning centres should be placed in schools.
· The hours of Outside School Hours Care should be increased.
· Educate parents in early childhood learning through TAFE.
· The evidence from Dr Fiona Stanley from WA : two in five kids are not ready for school: preschool is not necessarily providing the most effective entry to schools.
· Fund raising is a major issue in small communities particularly for crèches.
· There is often a financial burden for parents to send their children to kindergartens and often kindy is seen as a glorified child care centre. Kindy should be an extension of school not child care.

2020 Target: Three out of four Queenslanders will hold trade, training or tertiary qualifications
· More alternative pathways such as school based traineeships.
· Limited course offerings restricts student participation in trade and training.
· There is no support for external study at TAFE.
· TAFE structure needs an overhaul; it hasn’t kept up with the times.
· There is a mismatch between what qualifications can be obtained locally and the available work.
· Need local incentives for industry skill gaps.
· Subsidise education costs, or allow greater time to pay them off.
· Offer incentives for people who do trades to continue with tertiary education.
· Need quality tertiary education; it is not sufficiently supported financially: need face to face teaching rather than on-line teaching.
· More incentives for young people and employers to take up trades.
· Strong advertising campaigns to inform students about where current shortfalls are eg nursing.
· Many professions have to leave the area to study; need better localised opportunities. 
· Get more tradespeople back into the education system to teach our kids.
· Increase emphasis on school based apprenticeships to build on the successes being experienced now.
· Further advanced trade/training from grade 10. 

· Promote a culture that not everyone commences on large wages.
· Educate the public on the benefits and pride in getting a trade.
· Teachers need more support in schools not just support for special needs kids.
· Change class times for education or training to provide more flexibility for parents with full lives. 
· More support for businesses to train apprentices.
· Expand vacation employment programs and similar programs. 

· No assistance for mums to get re-education and return to work.
· Retention of skilled staff; encourage people to stay in Queensland.
· Sometimes in small business we need a little of this training and a little of that training. We need more flexible access.
· It is important to keep local people in their local communities e.g. we can not sustain the loss of our skilled workers to the mines. The solution maybe to promote the quality of our lifestyle and the affordability of staying in our region. People need to be made aware of the pros and cons of their career choices and individuals need to be well informed in order to make smart choices.
· Fund public schools – not private.
Healthy:  Making Queenslanders Australia’s healthiest people

2020 Target:  Cut by one-third obesity, smoking, heavy drinking and unsafe sun exposure
· Health prevention begins at five years old: good healthy life style, good eating. 

· Healthy foods are more expensive than non-healthy food: tax junk food.
· Tougher bans on underage smoking; maybe introduce consequences for parents.
· More proactive public health units in local areas.
· Provide gym membership fee reductions, also for other exercise options.
· More facilities for people who exercise eg showers if exercise before work.
· Develop community gardens.
· More education on healthy foods for students, e.g. remove the junk in our tuckshops.
· Show more about the impacts of unhealthy choices.
· Increase healthy messages in school newsletters.
· Rewards for healthy purchases eg similar to Macdonalds’ toy idea.
· Government rhetoric matched by program support eg any projects able to deliver outcomes supporting targets: fitness, mental alertness.
· Increased funding to schools to discuss health issues with students.
· Fund tuckshop programs, provide incentives for healthy food options.
· Life Be In It was a successful campaign; create a new phase for this campaign showing Norm exercising and reducing his waistline.
· Control advertising of junk food.
· Difficult to recruit health professionals; could insist that HECS is repaid before moving overseas to practice.
· Overhaul alcohol and tobacco laws to reduce teenage drinking.
· Revisit laws and enforce them for drink driving.
· Review closing times for clubs/pubs.
· Increase the number of Indigenous health workers.
· Need wellbeing programs for all ages.
· Need daylight saving for more time for exercise.
· Start getting the healthy message to our kids around the kitchen table.
· Have home visit system to support young parents (used in Newcastle and in New Zealand).
· Vegetable gardens in schools to educate students on healthy foods and cooking (Gin Gin school).
· Home economics in schools.
· Have a referendum on smoking – why is it still legal?

· In every worksite have a wellness program: how to eat better, give up smoking, and an education program. Companies be proactive with staff: tax incentives; subject matter experts giving health strategies for staff. These messages are then carried home by employees.

· Education about calories, what is needed each day.
· Develop regional parks to include recreational activities suitable for both adults, children and pets.
· Preventative health programs need to be available and promote through web sites eg 10 000 steps.
2020 Target: Queensland will have the shortest public hospital waiting times in Australia
· Improve community care facilities and services for aged or disabled people which will reduce demand on hospitals.
· Not enough university places for medical students – why is the AMA resisting increasing the number of places?
· Need more medical centres to be built with new developments.
· Investment in primary care; this is the reason the system is choked: get rid of the State/Federal division.  
· Prevention and life style education begins at 5 not at 40.

· Encourage and support specialised private sector hospitals eg hip hospital – build industry around this.
· Car accidents: international tourists should be more heavily scrutinised/screened; should do a Queensland licence test.
· Reinstate ambulance stations doing first response treatment and minor injuries.
· Compulsory defensive driving for all.
· More efficient dental and medical services.
· Accommodation for patients travelling outside of home town.
· Underutilised hospitals not being used: work on staffing numbers to utilise this.
· Better coordinate private and government hospitals; coordinate legislation.
· Reduce administration/doctor ratio and look at where the money is going 3:1 ratio; needs some rationalisation.
· Hand management of hospitals back to the community.
· We need to address community needs by reducing the number of hospitals in order to consolidate and amalgamate services and increase output. Hospitals need to focus on acute care and remove the beauacratic layers that restrict the delivery of primary health and community health service; take the funding out of hospitals and put it into community health services; change the business of hospitals to multi purpose facilities.
Fair:  Supporting caring communities
2020 Target:  Halve the proportion of Queensland children living in households without a working parent
· Families been raised in isolation rather than as the community eg don’t know their neighbours.
· Community norm of non-work from welfare dependency. Funding for community services to re-educate society norms.
· Coordinated intervention, rather than many individual providers.
· Provide access to mentors for generational unemployed children.
· Welfare levels are too high and discourages people from going to work.
· Grants to mums replaced by access to free services e.g. education, child care or voucher system.
· Stricter dole monitoring, rationalisation of allowances. We need to find out if it is a choice not to work or what are the mitigating circumstances. Enforce work for dole rule after investigations have been made.  Increase their volunteer roles, improve attitudes, and enhance their workability skills.

· Increase the base rate of for low income earners to better reflect the cost of living. 

· Provide a whole-of-government approach to provide flexibility to meet the needs of the community; one bucket of money which the community decide (collaboratively) how to best use ; match the funding to the goals of the community.
2020 Target:  Increase by 50 per cent the proportion of Queenslanders involved in their communities as volunteers
· Decrease reliance on volunteers, they can be over-used.  Government needs to take more responsibility for some services.
· Improve incentives for volunteers: costs more than your time.
· Information about what’s available and options for people seeking to volunteer.
· Incentive programs for proven volunteer groups through subsidies.
· Embrace younger generation to become volunteers: accept shorter periods of volunteering by young people.
· Forms and red tape are discouraging people to volunteer.
· Volunteers need assistance to apply for grants.
· Minority groups are favoured in funding allocations: need to support bigger, successful groups.
· Simplify and make grants clearer and target volunteer groups, not local governments.
· Payment and recognition for what they do eg thank you letters from government.
· More education and encouragement for people to go into volunteering.
· Remove complexities of participation.
· Encourage young people to participate as volunteers.
· Risk insurance and liability for volunteers.
· Paid for training of volunteers.
· Legislation that protects volunteers from liability.
· Encourage more volunteering by making volunteering easier to do: increase the number of paid volunteer coordinator positions.
· Make longer term funding cycles to cover core costs for volunteer groups; break the cycle of constantly trying to find even basic essentials like telephone, insurance, post and travel etc.

· Encourage companies and businesses to let their employees take official time out ‘donated’ to volunteering and recognise them as good corporate citizens.
· A lot of organisations struggle to attract volunteers, if you really want to increase volunteers funding needs to be made available for organisational coordinators to develop activities, capacity building, training and supervision.
· Funding needs to be available for organisation to undertake regular advertising and promotion of volunteering in general.
· Greater awareness of community group and what the groups achieve, this may be in the form of a register or promotion/recognition of an activity.
· Remove government subsidy and funding to professional sporting organisations and redirect it to community organisations.
· Subsidise the public liability insurance, or legislate to reduce the insurance company’s ability to charge large fees.
· Big barriers about who we can trust, increased focus on individuals.
· Community support programs to encourage community activities.
· Legislation is discouraging volunteering eg Blue Cards, health and safety regulations. 
· More help for carers.
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
