· Improve planning process to restrict the loss of good quality agricultural land.

· Tax incentives and mentors for worthy recipients.
Green:  Protecting our lifestyle and environment

2020 Target: Cut by one-third Queenslanders carbon footprint with reduced car and electricity use 

· Ban events such as River Fire and car racing.
· Improve public transport (instead of traffic tunnels).
· Develop more alternative energy solutions.
· Assist every council to develop and implement an “Active Transport Plan”.
· Fund programs at a local level such as the walking school bus, 

· Improve the rail infrastructure for freight trains to minimise trucks on the roads, and save on road maintenance costs.
· Every school and state government building should have solar power.
· Educate car drivers on the importance of encouraging and accepting push bile riders on our roads.
· Outlaw cul-de-sacs because they discourage incidental walking to the shop or school.

· All councils should have walkways or footpaths on both sides of every street.

· Ensure that we keep some nature conservation and public space on the coast.

· Ensure we have wildlife corridors along all watercourses.
· Mandate natural open spaces in all future developments.
· Improve National Park management – weeds, feral pests - look after what we have.
Smart:  Delivering world class education and training

2020 Target: All children will have access to quality early childhood education so they are ready for school 
· Recognise time at home for children can also be rewarding and educational.
· Paediatric screening at kindergarten level for early intervention of literacy and possible behaviour issues.
· Increase Before and After School Care, parents cannot access if their children are under Prep age, therefore parents prefer to use childcare centres rather than paying two set of fees.

· Kindergarten – assessment and literacy issues.
2020 Target: Three out of four Queenslanders to hold trade, training or tertiary qualifications 
· Make further options available in rural communities eg education to year 12.
· Assist training providers (the business doing the on-the-ground training) with some of the hidden costs eg time lost.
· Eliminate HECS and encourage scholarships and apprenticeships.
· More assistance for teenagers/children going to boarding schools/colleges because of lack of facilities in the local area.
· Encourage cadetships so people can afford to live while they study.
· Every state government agency should offer cadetships in particular to school leavers in rural and regional offices.

2020 Target: Cut by one-third obesity, smoking, heavy drinking and unsafe sun exposure

· Ban cigarettes.

· Improve facilities in primary schools, employ specialist PE, sport, health and recreation staff.
· Outside school hours recreation programs in school facilities.
· Increase the profile and resources available to organisations and agencies such as population health.
· Every local government area should have (or be funded for) a health promotion officer.
· Support and fund initiatives such as community gardens, cooking schools and recreational activities.
· Open sport and recreation funding to organisations such as YMCAs and PCYCs.

· Recognise that smaller communities need more support than those with larger and wealthier populations.
2020 Target: Increase by 50 percent the proportion of Queenslanders involved in their communities as volunteers
· Make it fun interesting and easy!

· Employers encouraged supporting staff through flexible working hours and arrangements to engage in volunteer community roles, not only emergency services eg junior coaching in before and after school hours.
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
