Strong:  Creating a diverse economy powered by bright ideas
2020 Target: Queensland is Australia’s strongest economy, with infrastructure that anticipates growth
· Need for sophisticated public transport systems , regular services, future population to be considered (city and country).
· Developers should be financially involved in the provision of public transport.
· Promote the move of the population from metropolitan area to rural areas.
· Promote higher density accommodation and mixed use development around transport nodes, for example Woolloongabba.
· Fuel subsidy should be redirected to the provision of public transport and/or alternative modes of transport.
· Appropriate system to harvest what we have inside the ground. Five harbours, railroads systems to each harbour (north-south railroad system, including passenger trains)  to ensure that our resources can be transported efficiently.
· Use river breaks to create wetland which can be used for tourism.
· Infrastructure currently relies on traditional methods to power it. Need to source alternative energy sources now, for the future.
· Government needs to increase its public transport and improve the system

· Standard gauge railway is needed.
· Key thing to tie everything together is to ensure all government departments are talking to each other so we can move forward.
· Above-ground trains to feed into the bus service.
· Support property development approval process to remove the red tape, and streamline and speed up application process.
· Support increase in low cost housing, and ensure that this is not confused with “more affordable housing”.
· Actively include youth (14+) in the workplace and alter workplace legislation and employers’ perception.
· More forward planning and consultation on infrastructure.
· Get all levels of government to work together to met the targets of Toward Q2.
· Infrastructure needs to be in place for the influx of people from other places.
· Appropriate transport for the outlying areas – some currently only have one service a day.
· Increase/better the use of the rail corridors within the state.
· More rail corridors for the various regions/areas.
· Create transit hubs such as the one in Sydney for transport.
2020 Target: Increase by 50 per cent the proportion of Queensland businesses undertaking research and development or innovation
· Government support for established industries and real small businesses (10 employees plus) who are currently providing research and development.
· Improve communication to small business owners regarding available funding and incentives to get started in the first place.
· Support projects from infancy.
· Earmark funds for research and development for all industries.
· Government needs to address areas of research and development. Have a department ready to move into new directions. We need an appropriate committee to address opportunities in Queensland for new developments. Move forward with new research and technology.
· Research into hospital technology can shorten time patients need to spend in hospitals and therefore improve the health system.
· Provide more funding and grants to encourage research in different areas. Research is costly.
· Look into what other countries are doing, particularly countries that excel in this area.
· Promote “cradle to grave” protocols, eg  Nestle created ice cream wrappers that degrade in water; biodegradable “plastic” bags made from cornflour.
Green:  Protecting our lifestyle and environment
2020 Target: Cut by one-third, Queenslanders’ carbon footprint with reduced card and electricity use
· Support low cost hydroxyl boosters for cars, reduce carbons and reduce fuel costs.
· Change  household habits: show households how to reduce their carbon consumption using an holistic approach: reducing waste, reducing pollution, protect existing eco systems, support renewable energy , recycle.
· Solar panels on homes – putting energy back into the power grid – net metering, solar plan – 120 watt on each household. 

· Ecobiz TAFE working with EPA for small business to reduce carbon footprint (600 small businesses).
· We need to hold water on the land to prevent further global warming.
· Originally no structures were allowed to be built on the waters edge (except harbours. Green strips are needed near waterways.
· Quantifiable measure for carbon emissions.
· Get people out of cars, using more public transport, harnessing solar energy (and providing incentives for doing so) in both rural and metropolitan areas.
· Provide across the board financial incentives to encourage people to embrace new technologies for example purchasing hybrid cars and reducing number of family vehicles, using new technology diesel.
· Provide incentives for using public transport eg reductions in water rates, electricity etc  Where there are a number of industries for example Yatala, business owners should provide transport for workers.
· Rural/urban fringe areas, near urban footprint edges, currently being earmarked as satellite cities and high density developments not taking into account air quality, fauna, climate change, cultural heritage.
· All new development should be based on the principle of ecologically sustainable practices for example, water capture, renewable energy practices, use of renewable energy, cross flow ventilation. Should be specific environmental targets within all development plans.
· Public service to encourage a recycling campaign. 

· The problem with wanting to reduce car and electricity use is that you need public transport to support this. Needs to be user friendly and affordable
· Why are we giving our natural gas to China? Why are we choking to death and they’re not? We need to build the infrastructure so we can fill up our cars with it, not sell it all overseas..
· We are currently building big air-conditioned buildings in the CBD and all public transport leads there. Why not suburban office developments?
· Need bigger footpaths.  They need to be much wider, like NY. 
· Provide bike storage at bus and train stations.
· Build rore bike highways.
· Burning ethanol in cars does not provide smog. Change the motors in cars. 

· Create plantations to remove CO2 from the atmosphere. We need large plantations to reduce carbon emissions.
· Create waste rubbish dumps where the dump is controlled and energy is sourced from the dump. Avoid the situation in Melbourne recently with a poisonous gas build up.
· Queensland can’t find a market for its sugar cane, make paper and ethanol.
· Improve bus services in Logan so people can get to their workplaces.
· Provide more incentives for households to take up solar power.

· Promote emphasis on green building technology,  potentially underpinned by legislation to drive industry to adopt these technologies (eg insulation, correct orientation for heat mitigation, energy efficient, passive solar, etc).
· Aim for communities that are “one-planet” towns that are self sufficient, low/no waste etc.
· Promote gas powered public and private transport (buses), throughout the state not just in cities, but regionally.
· Provide better integrated public transport options that link into other connections, and that are widely available in regional and remote communities.
· Provide incentives to promote use of public transport rather than private vehicles.
· Gas ovens are hard to find, therefore investigate why these options are not available, and promote these options,
· Promote more rubbish/recycling environmental/recycling bins (with different options for various purposes, and ensure that these are widely available and promoted),
· Solar panels on all roofs in Queensland,
· Grey water infrastructure in houses.
· Educate community to employ these services: grey water, solar power.
· Subsidies for grey water, solar power to increase take-up.
· Legislation for sustainable housing to include solar power.
· Local jobs for local people to reduce travel.
2020 Target: Protect 50 per cent more land for nature conservation and public recreation
· Include protection for Koalas when issuing building permits
· More protection of the natural environments.
· A range of criteria needs to be used to select National Parks, need to look at the land holistically,
· Involve or provide full time employment of traditional land owners in above (rangers).
· Need more public recreation space.
· Town planning should be taken off councils and handled by the State Government. For example, Daisy Hill and Redlands are seeing too much development that is threatening the koala population.
· Some towns in Russia is designed to allow residents to walk everywhere within 20 minutes. Better town planning is needed.
· A lot of rural areas are now residential. Hedging is the best way to create a system in the area. A lot of residents are creating greenhouses but Logan area is trying to block these.
· Green space for recreation; links in with becoming more active – local government parklands provide outdoor recreation. Need councils to have a strategy for recreation.

· Trail recreation overlays with recreation such as walking, mountain biking to open up the access to areas which already exist and are maintained.
· Consultative approach with all groups not just as a green bit on a map but using real knowledge on what is suitable for green areas.
· Designate more habitats for koala populations.  There are areas under threat 150h south of Green Road Park Ridge, Rochedale, Kimberley Forest Portion 238, linking from Bulimba Creek under Gateway Arterial east to Priestdale.
· Green infrastructure and green infrastructure charging under the IPA, particularly for mega developments.
· Save and plant koala suitable trees in public facilities already connected to koala habitats, and ensure that there are linkages for koalas move/migrate.
· Ensure that the current nature conservation land is maintained.
Smart:  Delivering world class education and training
2020 Target: All children will have access to a quality early childhood education so they are ready for school
· Government should provide continuous support for innovative programs eg Butterfly Wings program.
· Reduce waiting lists for kindergartens.
· Don’t a lot of kids already go to day care? 
· It’s also up to parents to work with children. Not everything should be left up to teachers.
· Some kindies and day care centres are charging in large blocks of hours, eg pay for the entire day even if only one hour of care is used. The Government should be investigating this process to ensure day care charges are fair.
· There is a different between child minding and child care. Child care is extending across the day. Child minding is for a matter of hours.  More children minding might be needed.
· More character education in early years to prevent bullying in schools.
· Departments need to be able to communicate together for the system to work. For example, child services, police, corrective services etc should be able to work together.
· Mandatory number of Indigenous staff in each child care centre. 

· They won’t go  It’s still a western system: they need to cater for other cultures. Not just indigenous children, all cultures feel alienated by the western system.
· There are difficulties with the system because kids are so badly behaved. Kids should be tested for contamination and nutrition. Education and health are closely linked. Food and nutrition have a lot of impact of the first five years of a child’s life.
· Family health and values need to be addressed. Parents need to be educated to be aware of behaviours and symptoms in their children.
· Families should automatically access facilities that teach them the basic issues, so they can address these before they enter the school system.
· Provide payments for grandparents looking after children.
· Support/funding for programs (and continuation of programs) like Power Program to support young mothers to continue with education, and promote social inclusion/literacy for young people to continue through tough economic times.
· Dress codes for teachers to make them identifiable.
· Review the Blue Card system to ensure that those parents who support teachers are required to have those cards; ensure the blue card system is enforced fairly.
2020 Target: Three out of four Queenslanders will hold trade, training or tertiary qualifications
· Student / teacher ratio needs to be reviewed. 20/1 teacher a possibility.  Need to reduce the number of students in classes
· There is currently no public transport to support the education system. Rural areas need to be connected to education facilities etc.
· Don’t make the standards lower so more people can qualify.

· Increase funding for alternative education providers.
· Expanded adult literacy services and improved diagnostics for school-aged children.
· Introduce a youth support program in primary schools.
· Fund educational programs for non school attendees.
Healthy:  Making Queenslanders Australia’s healthiest people

2020 Target:  Cut by one-third obesity, smoking, heavy drinking and unsafe sun exposure
· Volunteer organisations working in hospitals need recognition.
· More education early childhood to adulthood regarding health and dietary issues.
· Educate parents to assist in the home.
· More public education.
· Focus on children in the area.
· Food should be monitored in schools, you see kids in schools with chips and fizzy drinks etc.
· Water needs to be tested for arsenic. Causes type 2 diabetes.
· Fast-track initiatives for the cycling network, particularly on the arterial roads, and promote sharing of the roadway for cyclists and motorists.
· Riding to work is a safety issue.
· Bike freeway links, might be able to use easements?

· Binge drinking among teenagers needs to be addressed.
· Ban smoking.
· Reduce costs associated with accessing gyms and other sports, dancing, soccer for people from low socio economic background.
· Increase number of outdoor recreation equipment in local parks.
· Encourage developers to develop bigger size blocks of land so children can play in the safety of their backyards.
· Enforce the responsible service of alcohol rather than the restriction of operating hours of bars and clubs.
· Provide tax relief to access gyms in the workplace.
· Flexible open hours for gyms to cater for those who work shift work.
· More access to national parks and environmental areas to the community to enjoy.
· Hold walking groups at family friendly times.
2020 Target: Queensland will have the shortest public hospital waiting times in Australia
· Better medical facilities. It’s quicker to go to Dalby than Logan.
· Increasing the number of medical centres to do the smaller stuff would take the pressure of the hospital.s
· Government to create incentives to keep our doctors in Queensland, lure them back from overseas.
· Nursing schools don’t teach real world lessons. At the moment, nurses are getting taught by the book which isn’t practical.
· We need ‘bare foot’ doctors who can handle small problems.
· With 5 million cases Australia-wide of food poisoning every year we need more health inspectors for food preparation and serving establishments.
· Better planning to keep seniors in their homes with adequate services, more centres/services needed. Logan council  has land available; need state money.
· Who is looking after our aged residents?  Need to get behind HACC programs.
· Help organisations like Meals on Wheels.
· Start from the source, start kids early years with early healthy training, eat organic.
· Assist tuckshops to be able to source organic foods for students.
· Subsidise gyms for veterans.
· Before lets get more beds/hospitals lets remedy the cause: research .prevention, educate to minimise health risks

· Keep wards open if the hospital is there: staff it, eg Beaudesert maternity hospital ward.
· Reduce the cost of preventative health care.
· Improve the efficiency of the hospital system in general for better monitoring and referral processes.
· Educate people about what the hospitals role is, ie not a place for diagnosing colds and flus.
· Make a priority the support services around the health system (cleaners, cooks etc).
Fair:  Supporting caring communities
2020 Target:  Halve the proportion of Queensland children living in households without a working parent
· Queensland Government should push for a national program to encourage people to work instead of being on the dole.
· How do we maintain the family unit while also ensuring that we have income to provide for the household?

· Emergency accommodation for young homeless people is certainly a pressing issue.
· Pass a law that prohibits government-provided housing from having cable TV installed etc.
· Reduce cost of day care for long term unemployed (particularly for those who are looking for work or undertaking training).
· Continue the intense case management programs currently in place.
· More flexible work arrangements for people who want to work but also want to be home for their children after school hours.
· Food for children so they don’t go hungry; Good Samaritan Law, currently in Victoria and NSW.
· Security and continuity of the programs.
· Long range planning of facilities to cater for the continuing growth in the regions/areas.
· Department of Child Safety and the Department Communities need to adjust their thinking around low socio-economic areas.
· Child protection needs to be funded substantially to ensure that cater and future needs of workers that work in this area.  High turnover of staff a real problem.
· More low-cost housing.

· Formally recognise all volunteer work.
· Advertise so people are really sure where they can volunteer, how to get involved etc. Make people more aware about to getting involved/
· Make employers aware as well, encourage staff to get involved through tax breaks, other incentives.
· Volunteers today expect more. They want something more: experience, something for their resume etc. Unless that culture changes, we will have to work with it. What can we offer these volunteers to entice them? 

· Hard for volunteers: the cost to volunteering (petrol etc) is rising. They are also not treated very well, need to be looked after better/
· The community spirit seems to be disappearing. The more people feel for their community or location, the more willing they are to get involved/
· It is always the same people volunteering: reward, not necessarily remuneration but some form of reward.
· Look after your volunteers; help the organisation which helps the volunteers.
· Assist with state-wide scheme to insure volunteers; public liability insurance.
· Fostering younger people to show the rewards of volunteering. 

· Incentives for the volunteers, ie qualifications towards certificates will help the young.
· Lobby federal government to prioritise volunteering as an alternative to work for dole.
· Reduce legislative barriers around utilising volunteers in workplaces.
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
