· Base load power station needed.
· Continue investment in solar cities.
· NQ is not the SE corner.
· Buy Australian, buy Queensland.
· Keep maintenance in Australia.
· More efficient transport.
· Promote co-operatives.
· Diversify agriculture.
· Duplication of rail transport in the north to improve flow of goods, people.
· Maintain our infrastructure, less privatisation.
· Review the baby bonus with respect to provision of housing and services in the future.
· Regulation of the duopoly of supermarkets.

· Work as a team, bring innovative industries together.
· Promote / support joint ventures.
· Public sale of research centres.

· Government preference should be for local research and development not overseas.
Green:  Protecting our lifestyle and environment

2020 Target: Cut by one-third, Queenslanders’ carbon footprint with reduced card and electricity use
· Clarify the solar power rebate .
· Increase the rebate for solar power.
· Charge transport companies road costs to cover  road construction / maintenance (rail charges have these costs already included).
· Use rail freight for bulk material and high volume people movement.
· Solar power in public schools.
· Police noise control so natural ventilation in housing can be used.
· Invest in rail infrastructure.
· Light rail for public transport (consider the German model which uses the current rail infrastructure north, west and south of city centre with radius of 30km).
· Educate public re using public transport.
· Public safety issues regarding the harbour (get rid of the black dust).
· Educating next generation. 

· Pedal power infrastructure.
2020 Target: Protect 50 percent more land for nature conservation and public recreation
· Identify and keep the best appropriate land. 

· Put controls on land regarding development.
· Maintain crown land, resources must be available for the future.
· Improve accessibility to all green areas.
· Partner with volunteer groups.
· Allocate funds for upkeep (weed removal, maintenance of pathways).
· Partner with land owners (have public liability covered by state).
Smart:  Delivering world class education and training

2020 Target: All children will have access to a quality early childhood education so they are ready for school
· Enforcement of attendance, make parents accountable: financial penalties/ incentives.
· More early childhood trained teachers.
· Provide milk or meals to children, brain food: need to be not hungry to learn.
· More teacher aides in each early childhood classroom.
· Need to make teaching attractive.
· Have psychologists available for counselling.
· Improve health care in schools.
· Provision of nurturing and social skills: play based not formal learning .
· Early childhood programs remote /rural areas.
· Maintain number of small country schools and improve incentives, conditions – pay/entry levels/conditions for teachers.
· Indigenous level in line with others.
· Parents  have responsibility to educate in home environment before they come to early childhood schooling: parent education needed.
2020 Target: Three out of four Queenslanders will hold trade, training or tertiary qualifications
· Utilise existing TAFEs, don’t build new ones.
· Lower HECS,  more affordable education.
· Need a national system: consistent recognition of qualifications.
· Highlight  trade education: school based apprenticeships, trade school.
· More in-site training opportunities (job-based learning) – incentives to business – less cost, flexible delivery of training available locally.
· Achievement awards in academia and trades rather than sport.
· Use the experience from older tradesmen, get them to help in TAFE and schools.
· Incentives for tradesmen to teach in schools.
· Better use of trade skills in education.
· Remove retirement barriers.
· Remove restrictions from teaching certificates in schools.
· Accommodation for apprentices from remote or regional areas.
Healthy:  Making Queenslanders Australia’s healthiest people

2020 Target:  Cut by one-third obesity, smoking, heavy drinking and unsafe sun exposure
· Control over junk food advertisements.
· Write letter to parents / schools re physical activity: if kids are doing it after hours then they don’t have to do at school.
· Incentives for being proactive in health care.
· More health education in schools; culture change with healthy policies in tuckshops.
· Parental responsibility – big tax on junk food; include in parent counselling.
· Family-based education coming from the schools.
· Environmental planning to reduce likelihood of obesity by increasing physical activity spaces  and not placing  fast food outlets on school routes.
· Advertising and promotion restriction on fast food.
· Ban smoking.
· No government subsidies on activities that promote unhealthy living.
· More PE teachers and development programs for self esteem.
· Consult with teachers who have to implement Government programs.
· Subsidise children’s sports.
· Bicycle tracks – promoted and extended.
· V8s encourage poor driving models; promotes the car culture, waste of public funds should be fully private funded; causes environmental damage.
· Improve local consultation – community newsletter.
· Safety for bike tracks.
2020 Target: Queensland will have the shortest public hospital waiting times in Australia
· Increase nursing home places.
· Incentives for preventive health.
· Strengthen personal accountability.
· Introduce legislation eg $2 drinks; restricting hours, increase taxes – use for promoting healthy options.
· Need more doctors, lower costs for degrees to increase numbers studying.
· Who constrains the number of places in medicine courses – the AMA?

· We should be training enough Australians to be doctors, not having to get them from overseas, encourage students to consider medicine.
· Improved conditions, increase wages for all staff.
· Provide incentives for regional areas.
· Spend more dollars on preventative measures.
· Provide more resources for aged care 

· Programs and support from government for aged care and children with disabilities.
· Improved respite.
· Educate nurses in hospital (hospital based training).
Fair:  Supporting caring communities
2020 Target:  Halve the proportion of Queensland children living in households without a working parent
· Review the policy of birth bonus funding – growth pressure, consumerism not sustainable.
· Research into why youth try to access the baby bonus;  need more affordable housing.
· Affordable housing.
· Assisting people with disabilities to get back into workforce.
· Credit dependability.
· Integrated funding for training programs (federal/state).
· Introducing parent involvement in schools to create the link between these families and schools so their kids stay at school.
· Permanent affordable housing required.
· Link volunteer work with charities and work readiness programs.
· Targeted employment opportunities for people with disabilities.
· Proportion of rent on housing commission homes to contribute to deposit on own home.
2020 Target:  Increase by 50 per cent the proportion of Queenslanders involved in their communities as volunteers
· Encourage seniors and pensioners.
· Recognise Indigenous volunteers and role models through payment, ie community justice groups.
· Review rules and bureaucracy around volunteer organisations. 

· Sort out the insurance issues.
· Centrelink – volunteer work for dole.
· Volunteer benefits – fuel reimbursement.
· Automatic pub liability insurance.
· More worthwhile volunteer programs, ie linked to professional development.
· Volunteers to pass on knowledge, skills and accreditations.
· Credit system through universities or technical colleges for volunteer work.
· Ease the personal costs for volunteering ie resource costs such as food, fuel, maybe linked to tax rebates.
· Registered organisations provide bonus points to volunteers that can be redeemed for things such as tax rebates or reciprocal service.
· State recognised volunteer framework.
· Workplace training for volunteers.
· Volunteer burn-out needs to be addressed – they can’t keep doing it.
· Free insurance for volunteer organisations to enable agencies to attract volunteers.
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
